Procedure before the race

(These are the races where all boats start together)

1.
Plug in and boot up computer and if necessary print off Declaration and Race sheets for the day

2.
About 15 minutes before the race start to copy all the boat numbers etc from the Declaration (Signing out) sheet onto the tower race sheet. 

3.
Make sure the flags are clipped on the halyards in the lowered position in the following layout. 
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Note layout as looking from the Tower out to sea. 

4.
Decide on the actual start time taking note of availability of support boat and readiness of all competitors.

5.
Note the start time on the tower race sheet remembering that the race start procedure commences 5 minutes before. If you have decided to give competitors a five-minute preparatory signal before the start sequence, make sure this is added to temporary sailing instructions on the course board in the clubhouse.

6.
If RR of S 30.1 is to be applied display flag I instead of flag P during the start sequence, make sure this is added to temporary sailing instructions on the course board in the clubhouse.

7. Flag “First Substitute” is flown when there is a general recall, (when it is impossible to identify all boats which boats are over the start line). This rarely happens in club races, but should be prepared for. 
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
