During the race
1. Note on the tower race sheet all boats as they complete each round. Also note each boats elapsed time as it completes each round.  

2. Near the end of race be ready to record every boat as they go over the line. As the bows of the boat go over the line, when sighted from the tower, sound the klaxon and make a note of the elapsed time. 
This time should be recorded in hours, minutes and seconds. 

3. Once complete enter the results into Hal’s race results on the computer. 

During the race it may be necessary to do one of two actions. 
Either shorten or abandon the race usually due to adverse sailing conditions. If you are concerned about sailing conditions but unsure of what action to take, seek advice, either support boat crew, or an experienced sailing member.   

4. Shorten Course 

As the leading boat in its class rounds the last mark of the course hoist flag S and sound the klaxon twice. The boat should now go direct to the finish line. 

Notify the support boat of your intentions. If possible request the support boat to be stationed near the last mark and show the flag S. 

5. Abandon race 

Hoist flag N and H and sound the klaxon three times. All boats must return to shore immediately. Notify the support boat of your intentions.
