Basic preparatory organisation before the race

These notes are not detailed instructions of race officer’s duties; they are simply to serve as a reminder of procedure. For confirmation of any procedures, refer to the racing rules of sailing 2005-2008, a copy of which is with this book. 

1. Make sure the appropriate flags are all to hand

a) Flag Z 

b) Flag P 

c) Flag X

d) Flag S 

e) Flag N 

f) Flag H 

g) Flag I

h) Flag 1st sub

2. Make sure you have Declaration & Tower sheets. These can be printed from the computer. Open Microsoft Word, then click on “open folder icon” in top left corner, double click on required document, then print.  

3. Show the date and which race series on the tower sheet 

4. Take note of the race start time but do not mark on the tower race sheet yet. 

5. Check the race start hooter is operating satisfactory 

6. Check you have pen or pencil, a stopwatch and/or the main tower clock is operating. 

7. It is important that if the person doing tower duty qualifies for average points, he \ she must enter their name on each tower race sheet and write in “average points” under times

8. Liaise with the support boat as to possible start time and course details etc.

9. Make sure you have assistance to operate the flags and log times
