The Race Start

1Start the computer and double click on the ‘Raceday’ icon to start the Raceday starting system. When prompted enter the password - tbsc2008.
2. Ensure that the Klaxon is turned on 

3. When you are ready to start the race just click on ‘Start’. The system will automatically sound the klaxon at 5, 4, 1, go intervals. When counting down from 5 to zero the digits are displayed in red, this changes to green when the race starts. 
4. If it becomes necessary to abort the start for any reason during the starting procedure then hoist flag N with 3 hooters and lower any flags already hoisted.
Stop the timer by clicking on ‘Race’, ‘Stop Timing’. Reset the timer by clicking on ‘Race’ again, and then select ‘Reset Timer’. You will be prompted that Resetting the timer will delete all times, click on ‘OK’. When you are ready to restart click on ‘Start’ (as 3 above).
5. If any boats are over the line before the start then immediately after the start signal hoist flag X and sound one hooter, making note of their sail numbers. This flag stays hoisted until the offending boats return and starts correctly. 

After offending boats have restarted then lower flag X. If any boat does not restart correctly then flag X stays hoisted. It is the responsibility of the helm and crew to know if they are in breach of any starting rules. This especially applies if rule 30.1 is applied.
