Use of Radios

The perfect way to use marine band radios is not at all!

Remember, you should only make radio contact when you have something important and necessary to say. All clubs use the same frequency, as does the coastguard, who also monitor all calls. If you are unsure of radio protocol, ask a committee member for a demonstration. Before the support crew go afloat carry out a simple radio check by calling them, keep this communication as brief as possible.

When calling the support boat the procedure should be

1) Tankerton Support, Tankerton Support this is Tankerton base, over

2) After support boat replies state your message thus: - Tankerton Support this is Tankerton base (your message) over.

3) If after your message you do not require a reply finish with out, and not over. This ends your communication. You may substitute Tankerton Support, with Tankerton Rib if you so wish, but this must be agreed with the support boat crew before they go afloat.

When receiving a call the procedure is similar: -

1) (Callers name) this is Tankerton Base over.

2) You will then receive a message from the caller

3) (Callers name) this is Tankerton base. Thank you message understood, or any other reply, over. If communications are complete say “out”.
