Using the computer

1) Once computer is booted up click on icon, Hal’s Race Results. When Hal’s race results is active.

2)  Click on Race Officer, and then enter your name. Click on choose race(s) and follow the on screen instructions to locate the race(s) you are the officer for. Once you have ticked the ‘in play box’, you can either print off entry sheets or round sheets for that race.

3) After the race click on ‘enter results’, type in the sail number of the first boat on the round sheet, then click ‘OK ready to enter results for this boat’.

4) Enter elapsed time in hour minutes and seconds, if a normal finisher, then click OK. Proceed and enter all competing boats times.

5) If the support boat crew or yourself qualifies for average points, do not forget to add your sail numbers to the finishers list and click ‘RDA’ redress, score average for series.

6) You must also enter boats which did not finish, i.e.: - dsq’s, or dns’s.

7) If there is a boat(s) that are not registered racing, make a note on the round sheet alongside their sail number, and notify the Sailing Secretary so that data can be updated.   

8) Once finished click on ‘go to next step’ which will take you to ‘review results. From here you can print off a provisional results sheet by clicking ‘print results, this race only’. Click top left report button then print button. Sometimes the results page can take a long time to display, so be patient.

9) If you have any problems or queries, notify the Sailing Secretary, or a committee member.
